Here are some simple instructions on how to download pictures from Webshots in a more 
“usable” format ie jpeg ect.  
 
Go to Webshots--find album--choose picture--then left click on picture--when larger picture 
comes on screen look to the right of the screen and left click "full size"--then with new picture 
in view (pause until picture adjusts size), right click on picture to get popup, then highlight 
and left click on --”Print Picture“ or "Save picture as..." --then there's a window of options of 
locations to save picture to (prepare file to save to)--then left click on "Save"--then make 
screen picture disappear (back arrow at top of screen) --Go to chosen Folder/File and see 
pictures that can be copied/moved/printed ---
